 Organize a cell phone drive or other fundraiser (e.g. hold a bake sale and pass out AWARE 
information at the same table) that can benefit JCADA.  
 

 Organize a school-wide assembly dedicated to educating students about dating abuse and healthy 
relationships.  

 

 Set up a booth to distribute information about healthy teen relationships at your school or 
synagogue.
